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DAPHNE - An 18-year-old Bayside Academy graduate was booked into Baldwin County Corrections Center on Thursday on a charge of manslaughter, three months to the day after authorities said she was involved in a fatal car accident. 

Katelyn Carr was being held Thursday on $50,000 bail in the Bay Minette jail. Carr also faces charges of criminally negligent homicide and misdemeanor driving under the influence, according to her grand jury indictment. 

On July 20, Carr was involved in a two-car crash in Magnolia Springs that left 20-year-old Fairhope resident William Alexander Crowe dead, according to reports. 

Prosecutors are alleging that Carr was drunk when the wreck occurred, and that she was aware of the risk of driving drunk and disregarded it, according to Baldwin County District Attorney David Whetstone. 

Carr, who graduated with honors from Bayside in May after a standout volleyball career, will have a bail hearing this morning, Whetstone said. Whetstone said he requested the hearing to discuss an electronic monitoring plan for Carr, who is a freshman at Samford University in Birmingham. 

Carr will be eligible for bond after the hearing, Whetstone said. 

Whetstone said he expects Carr to apply for youthful offender status, which he would oppose. If she is deemed a youthful offender, her record would be sealed and any guilty verdict would result in no more than three years in a youth detention facility. 

If convicted of manslaughter, she would face two to 20 years in prison. 

Carr's father, Charles Carr, a Daphne attorney, drove his daughter to jail Thursday. He said he has not been thinking about her legal defense and instead has been thinking as a father. 

"No matter how well you do as parent, or how well your kids do as children, things happen sometimes and you have no control over it," he said. "The one thing I've done is turned to the good Lord and said, 'Put a calm hand over me and my family and help us walk through this time.'" 

According to the State Trooper report from the July 20 accident, Crowe was driving north on Baldwin County 49 just after midnight. As he passed the intersection with Baldwin County 26, Carr, who was driving east on that road, ran a stop sign in her Infiniti SUV and smashed into Crowe's Honda Accord, according to the report. 

Crowe was taken to Baptist Hospital in Pensacola, where he later was pronounced dead, according to reports. 

Carr was driving under the influence of alcohol, according to the report, but it did not list the results of her blood alcohol test. 

Carr's father said that if his daughter bonds out she will return to Samford, where she is studying to be a nurse. 

"Our concern is with the Crowe family just as much as it is with us," he said. "We've got our daughter; they don't have their son. 

"There are no winners in this," he said. "There are lots of losers." CUTLINES Carr Bayside Academy graduate 
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
