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Husband gets 30 years in stabbing death of Denny's waitress

Nov. 14 A man with a history of domestic violence was sentenced to 30 years in prison for killing his estranged wife last year. 

Alejandro Caso, 48, went before Orange Circuit Court Judge Bob LeBlanc on Wednesday and pleaded no contest to second-degree murder with a weapon. He was initially charged with first-degree murder in September 2007. 

Authorities say Caso walked into a Denny's on International Drive and used a pocket knife to stab his estranged wife, Deborah Caso, 43, who was working as waitress. Nearly a dozen witnesses watched in horror as he fled. 

For two months, he lived on the run until agents patrolling the Mexico border spotted him hiding in the brush near Hidalgo, Texas. He was on U.S. soil. 

Authorities brought him back to Orlando to face the charges. 

Deborah Caso had been a victim of domestic violence for at least three years before her death, according to court records, friends and family. Alejandro Caso had been jailed in November 2004 and charged that December with misdemeanor domestic battery. He was charged again in early 2005 for violating a no-contact order. 

Deborah Caso left behind several children the youngest 9 years old.
